I would like to announce a couple of changes to
our regularly scheduled routine for 2008 - 2009. The
first is that all grades, Kindergarten through 8th will be
dismissed at the same time: 3:00 p.m. The Kinder - 2nd
grade will not have a separate dismissal.

The 2nd change is that our faculty meetings will
no longer be held weekly every Wednesday, but will
move to the 2nd Monday of each month for a longer
time period (12:30 p.m. student dismissal). Hence, there
will no longer be an Early Dismissal on Wednesdays.
There are a couple of reasons for this change. As some
of the goals identified in our WCEA/WASC Self Study
Report involve assessing curriculum and textbook
inventory, longer, more in-depth faculty meeting
sessions will be more effective than a more frequent,
shorter duration meeting schedule that we currently
follow. This format was proposed by our own faculty
members and suggested by our superintendent in order
to accommodate the work time needed for these tasks.

Taking both of these items into consideration, all
families can count on Tuesday - Friday being regular
3:00 p.m. dismissals - except for some special
occasions, such as Parent Teacher Conferences. Please

- 2009 as well as the Calendar Information flier. I thank
you for your cooperation - I look forward to next year.
